The International OK Class is New Zealand® most successful dinghy at the
International level and Karl® victory extends the list of Kiwi winners to six. He
joins the illustrious list of previous winners; the late Clive Roberts, who did so
much to establish the OK in New Zealand, Peter Lester, Rick Dodson, Leith
Armit and Greg Wilcox.

The standard of racing in the OK Class in New Zealand is at a very high level
and other Kiwi competitors finished well up amongst the ninety entrants in
this year® warm-up and Championship regattas. Kiwi sailors are bringing
home a brace of trophies, having won six of the nine races sailed. Purdie
intends to defend his title next year at Kalmar, in Sweden and it is to be hoped
that he will defend his title again on home waters, when the International OK
Dinghy World Championships, will be sailed on Wellington Harbour in
February, 2010.

MEAN-MACHINEO

Racing in the TP52 Class isn®all about turning up on the day and hoping for
some good wind. Time and preparation, as well as skill and experience, goes
into creating the exciting display of sailing prowess, that is the AUDI MedCup.

With very little time between each of the six AUDI MedCup events, it® often a race
against the clock to get everything and everyone ready. Both the racing team and the
shore crew have little time to put their feet up.

As soon as a regatta is over, the shore team gets down to business. The first step is to
go back to base, which in the case of MEAN MACHINE is shared between the two
ports of Palma de Mallorca and Valencia. Once the boat is @GomeGit@ a question of
refining and tweaking and giving the Machine(a good bit of TLC.

And what about the sailors themselves? Well, for some of Peter de Ridders guys,
depending on their role onboard, life can continue with relative normality. A break
between events can mean a pause, but that doesn®mean that training stops. Even if
the next regatta is weeks away, keeping in top physical form is key. Everyone from the
Bowman to the Tactician trains in between events. Be it working out in the gym or the
fresh air. Tony Ray can often be found in the gym first thing in the morning, whilst Joe
Allen might be out jogging shortly after dawn and Navigator Kevin Hall might be out on
his skateboard. As well as all of this the guys continue to race in Match Races, World
Championships or Offshore Regattas in other classes.

There® also the important job of the sails to attend to. Jon @undyOGunderson spends
much of the time between races taking care of the Mean Machine sail area. It@
important to look at every aspect of the sails and make sure that any damage is
repaired and that they are in perfect condition to take on the next gruelling MedCup
event.

The Afterguard also has a lot of work to do between events. Each AUDI MedCup event
is held in a different area of the Mediterranean and that means different winds, different
currents and a whole new set of conditions to grapple with. Navigator Kevin Hall is part
of this section of the team on board Mean Machine: Gor me, a big step in my
preparation for the next regatta is to review my performance and equipment from the
last regatta to make sure that any tweaks | want to make, are warranted and
reasonable. Most of the rest of the prep happens at the site in the days leading up to
the event, reviewing the geography and topography of the area, getting used to any
unique navigation issues and getting comfortable with the calibrations in the local
breeze profile.O

In terms of physical preparation Kevin Hall has a fun and varied regime: ®y fitness
between events currently involves me skateboarding with our son riding his scooter,
sailing my foiling moth and chasing our one and a half year old up and down the stairs
b | get to the gym occasionally. The most important thing is that | stay down to my
target weight, so not as much ice cream as the Finn days!O

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The Etchells Class is not as old as the Star Class but its continuing popularity
and global growth in numbers, puts it up there with any one-design keel yacht
class you care to mention. The calibre of sailors who compete in the Class®
major regatta®, compare to any line up of sailing rock stars that you may also
care to mention. So what is it that makes this thirty-foot, forty-three year old sail
boat so popular with so many sailors?



Well, perhaps it® the fact that it® a joy to sail, although, challenging to get the best out
of it when racing. It goes to weather in a manner that embarrasses other, even bigger
types of keel-yachts and when the wind is up, it goes down wind in a real hurry and the
generous size spinnaker takes some real physical work in trimming!

Then again, maybe, it® the appearance of the yacht. A really neat looking rig, that
some say is how a race yacht should look. But one big attraction is the really great
bunch of people who race them. The good guys and gals are willing to share their
expertise with crews that are new to the class and some of the after race social events
are legend.

But, let® go back to the beginning:

In 1965, JACHTINGOMagazine sponsored a design competition based on the
International Yacht Racing Union® specifications for a three-man keel yacht. The late
Skip Etchells, a yacht designer and boat builder from Greenwich, Connecticut, USA,
followed the results of the competition with interest, but not until the sailing trials were
set for the fall of 1966 in Kiel, Germany, did he decide to design and build a contender.

The resulting yacht was GHILLALAH,Owhich was taken to Kiel and sailed by Skip.
Entries in the competition, including SOLING, were CONQUEROR, THRICE, ANDER
and KOBOLD, sailed ten races, eight of which were won by GHILLALAH.O

Because they could not agree, the judges decided to try again in 1967 at Travemunde,
Germany and invited the 5.5 Meter and Dragon classes as well. Skip rebuilt his boat in
fibreglass, using GHILLALAHOas the mould plug. The second selection regatta
involved thirteen races, ten of which were won by Skip, with an eleventh win missed by
seconds. The result was obvious to everyone. GHILLALAH 1IOwas the winner.
However the politically riddled IYRU was stacked with a European bias and the well
beaten SOLING was declared the winner! To hell with common sense!

With the benefit of hindsight, it was a blessing that the Etchells Class didn® become
tainted with the Olympic Sailing curse; i.e. boats, sails, spars and gear with costs twice
as much as they should be! It just grew and grew into the huge class it is today through
sailors being naturally attracted to an excellent design and their enthusiasm is held, by
great class organization and the promise of high-class competition.

And so it was, that forty-one years after the IYRU® poor decision, from June 23
through 28 2008, the Chicago Yacht Club, hosted the Etchells Class World
Championship regatta and eighty-three of these fine yachts battled for the crown.

Bill Hardesty, Erik Shampain, Steve Hunt, and Jennifer Wilson of San Diego, took their
first Etchells Class World Championship title, after ending the regatta with a strong
twelfth place finish in race six. After dropping a thirty-nine point finish from their score,



the team secured first place overall with a total of thirty. Hardestys team were the pre-
event favorite having won both the US Mid-winters East and West this year.

The next Etchells Class World Championship will be held in March 2009 on
Port Philip Bay, Melbourne with the host club being Royal Brighton Yacht
Club.

booms, flippers, deck spreader wings, internal tangs combined with carbon
continuous rigging, adjustable mast buttsE
So what about superyachts? How is the level of new technology being applied?

There has always been a trickle down effect with new race rig technology filtering on to
superyachts. Take the introduction of the first carbon fibre masts- the first carbon fibre
mast for a large racing yacht was produced for New Zealand® Big Boat Challenge in
1988 and three years later Southern produced its first carbon fibre cruising mast for
the 106ft cruiser Espirit.

Today, many new superyachts are equipped with sophisticated race rig technology.
And it@ easy to see why with the growing number of superyacht regattas held each
year in fabulous locations.

Just like any racing yacht® rig, the importance of saving weight and having systems
that enable easy deployment of different sails and setups is becoming an important
requirement on superyachts.

One aspect that has opened the door for huge weight savings is carbon rigging
technology. Take the new Briand designed ®ristolianOUsing a full set of EC6 rigging
@ristolianOsaved 700kg@ in rigging weight over Nitronic rigging. The 52m schooner
MeteorGaved 1600kg® in rigging weight by using EC6 over nitronic rigging.

EC6 carbon rigging was first trialled on the Farr 52 racing yacht ((BeorglaOn 2003. It
took only 15 months for this product to make its way onto a Swan 100 Gantasticad

The new replacement rig for the J Class ®@elshedaOis a fascinating example of how
race boat technology is applied to a classic yacht. EC6 continuous carbon rigging is
being used on this classic cruiser-racer and the weight saving is in excess of
700kg®.Further weight savings has been achieved with ®elsheda®@0rig when an
extensive laminate study, similar to an AC and TP52 study, was performed on the mast
to keep the tube weight to a minimum.



@he impact that weight savings has on the performance of superyachts is enormous,O
comments Mark Hauser.

COFor one, righting moment is increased as no additional weight is needed in the keel.
Less weight equates to faster sailing. It also means sail can be carried to a higher wind
range. Alternatively, the weight savings can be used for more on board equipment or
the same stability can be kept for less draft, meaning easier access to those attractive
anchorages.O

Another performance/weight saving trend with new superyachts is building the rigs in
high modulus carbon.

GANAMAX

High modulus carbon is known for its high stiffness properties. New projects such as
Oelsheda Bokomo 3CGand @anamax® a 200ft schooner, have all opted to build their
rigs with high modulus carbon.

Easy sail setup and deployment of sails are also critical features for superyachts.
Another race boat feature appearing on ®elsheda@0new rig is a swivelling jib lock.
This concept of lock was initially developed for Team New Zealand® 2000 AC defence
and is designed to keep the top of the jib® luff @visted and openCso as to generate
better acceleration.

When it comes to halyard locking systems, halyard locks are nothing new to the sport,
having been used on dinghies for years. However the locks gained their popularity on
larger racing yachts around the time of the IOR inshore maxi racing. Since then they
have become common practice on all larger yachts, providing a means for reducing
compression in the mast along with reducing stretch and chafing.

The first halyard locks of today® era came from ®lew Zealand Endeavour® Grant
Dalton® winning entry in the 1993-1994 Whitbread Around the World Race. In 1995,
@tlantalwas the first superyacht to use Southern internal halyard locks on the genoa
and stay sails.

Removable inner forestay locks are another race boat feature turned superyacht
feature. Interestingly, one of the new racing rigs- STP65 ®oneypennyQuses this type
of lock and likewise superyacht @ristolianQplus the new Dubois designed Qady BOwill
use it (albeit a much bigger version!).

Big roach mainsails a la 2007 AC mainsails are also making their way onto
superyachts, with the ®anamaxOproject using this type of mainsail. The challenging
part for rig designers working on this project will be designing the furling boom to
accommodate the extra sail and batten layout.

One area that hasn® changed regardless of race or cruising yacht status is the
manufacturing process used at Southern Spars. All cruising and large racing masts
are female moulded which allows for intricate internal detailing. For superyachts this is
particularly important as it enables internal components such as wiring, vents and
hydraulics to be accurately placed and fitted. For racing yachts, fore and aft dimensions
can be tailored to optimise properties such as bend stiffness and likewise to minimise
weight in the mast and to place internal locks accurately. Reinforcing and patching can
be situated giving a fair outside surface finish.

Where to in the future? When a project is started with a clean sheet of paper who
knows what can happen? What we do know is that performance is becoming the all-
important criteria for many new super yachts.

As | write this, Alex Jackson® super-maxi SPEEDBOATGsits along side in New
York harbour with skipper Mike Sanderson and his crew waiting for the word
from their weather guru® to commence an assault on the existing Trans-Atlantic
sailing record of 6 days, 17 hours, 52 minutes and 39 seconds, set by WMARI
CHAIV.O

GPEEDBOATOthe 99 foot, Juan Kouyoumdian designed, flat out speedster, bailed out
of a previous attempt in late June, when, during a bear-away at speeds well in excess
of 20 knots, the port dagger-board sheared off. As there was great likelihood, that the
yacht would be involved in tight reaching as they chased a variety of weather systems
across the Atlantic, the decision was made to return to Newport and replace the broken
dagger-board.

Compare that crossing record of 6 days, 17 hours, 52 minutes and 39 seconds with
one of the first recorded times of an Atlantic crossing by a race yacht, the schooner
@MERICAQwhich crossed the Atlantic in 1851. This famous yacht was on its delivery
voyage to the historic event of 1851, which saw her win the silver ewer trophy from the
Royal Yacht Squadron at Cowes, England, that became the America® Cup.

@AMERICAGC iirst destination after leaving New York, was Le Havre in France, but the
time of 21 days to reach her destination, set a benchmark for 157 years of challenging
the Trans-Atlantic record by sailing sportsmen.

In the same year, the 105 ton sloop GYLVIEQsailed the same course in 16 days and
12 hours. Four years later she returned to New York from Southhampton, England, but
this journey took 34 days.

From 1857 to 1863, two sloops, the @HARTER OAK{Q23 tons) and @HRISTOPHER
COLUMBUSO(45 tons), sailed from New York to Liverpool and Cowes, England,
respectively, without creating much interest. In 1863, the schooner GIPSEY{Q135 tons)
sailed from New York to Queenstown, England, in 19 days. Although puffing the pride
of New York sailors, it didn@surprise them, as the schooner AMERICAQa similar sized
craft, had set the same time for the almost same distance.

But it was in 1866 when competition for the Trans Atlantic sailing record became a
serious challenge!

The hackles of New York sailors were raised when, in that year, the 27 ton Boston
sloop @LICEOGowned by the businessman and sailor, Thomas Gold Appleton and
skippered by Arthur H. Clark a noted helmsman and racing sailor of the time, sailed the
2,998 miles from Nahant, Massachusetts, to the Needles, at the western end of the Isle
of Wight, England, in 19 days, 8 hours and 50 minutes.

This created great interest and some angst among members of the New York Yacht
Club and at a dinner held at the Union Club in New York City in October of that year,
the idea of a Trans Atlantic challenge was discussed.

As the evening progressed, the idea quickly grew into a wager driven, winner takes all
of the $30,000 a side put up as prize money by each of the well heeled businessmen,
New York Herald founder, James Gordon Bennett, owner of the 205 ton schooner
®IENRIETTAQ George and Franklin Osgood, who owned the GLEETWINGQ another



similar sized schooner and Pierre Lorillard, owner of the slightly smaller shallow draft
centre-boarder YESTAO
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The race, from Sandy Hook, or more precisely, the New York Narrows off Sandy Hook,
started on the morning of December 16 1866 and was fiercely contested. On shore,
New Yorkers followed the progress brought back by passing passenger and cargo
vessels and the betting on shore was rifeAt sea, the yachts were sailed to their limits.

At the helm of BIENRIETTAOwas Samuel Samuels, a famous square-rigger captain,

who® nickname was ®ullyOfor good reason and the crew of the racing schooner
experienced the race of their life.

On GLEETWINGOnine men were washed overboard, six of whom perished. The race
had all the drama of an adventure novel including the finish. After 3000 miles of racing,

on December 26 at 3.46 pm, GIENRIETTAOpassed the Needles, victorious by only a
few hours, as GLEETWINGQrossed at 1.00 am.

With the hope of gaining an advantage over his competitors, Pierre Lorilland had taken
aboard an English pilot by the name of Edward Webb. Webb® job was to use his local
knowledge along the English south coast in the closing stages of the race and prevent
@ estaalling foul of the fickle wind and tide in the closing stages of the race.

Unfortunately, he took them on the wrong course, allowing BLEETWINGGo pass them
only hours before the finish line!

Any Atlantic Ocean crossing by a sailing vessel gives forth tales that make great re-
telling and in some cases a great adventure book. Between 1851 and 1874, 29
recorded crossings of the Atlantic took place, all with an eye on the record set by ,
firstly GylvieOand after 1866, the record set by @liceOin that year. As previously

mentioned, of these 29 crossings, several were made by yachts racing for wager, or
trophy.

One such notable race took place in 1870 between James Gordon Bennett® schooner
OauntlessCand James Ashbury®@ @ambriaQthe first challenger for the America® Cup.
The race, for a $1,250 silver service, started of Queenstown on July 4, heading to a



finish line off the Sandy Hook lightship. In charge of @auntlessOwas Mr Bennett®
favourite skipper, Captain Samuels, while on @ambria,OCaptain James Tannock was
in command.
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The yachts lost contact after the first day with @ambriaOcrossing the finish line 23
days, 5 hours and 42 minutes after the start. It was a rugged affair and during the very
bad weather encountered by both craft, two men were lost overboard from @ambria®
and both perished.

In 1887 MauntlessOwas again involved in a @agerOrace across the Atlantic. This
famous schooner was now owned by, New York Yacht Club member, Caldwell H. Colt.
Fellow @lub member Rufus T. Bush had recently built the big schooner @oronetCand
during a friendly social hour at the New York Yacht Club, Colt and Bush had a friendly,
but vigorous discussion on the performance of their relative yachts. This discussion led
to a, @oney where your mouth isGsituation and at $10,000 a side, they arranged to
race across the Atlantic!

The start was off Owl® Head, Maine, on March 11 and the new @oronetOhad no
trouble in crossing the finish line at Roche® Pqint, Irelanq, 14 days, 19 hours and three
minutes later, a little less than a day ahead of @auntlessO

In 1905, the German Emperor having taken up yachting and had some success against
his uncle, the King of England, offered a tall, elaborately designed shining vase, in an
effort to revive ocean racing and in particular, racing across the Atlantic.

The German Emperor was an influential figure at that time and eleven craft, were soon
entered to challenge for the German Emperors Trophy. Among the entrants were five
two-masted schooners, Blamburg®&ndymionO®lildegardQ ®leur de LysGand Jhistle®
the three masted schooners, @tlanticCand @llison VQa topsail schooner Sunbeama
barque @pachea ship, ¥alhallaCand the yawl @ilsad

At the vyheel of ~@tlantic()stood Charles Barr, the ~Russell Coutts of his era. He had
sailed @olumbiaOto victory in the 1901 America®@ Cup defence and repeated the
performance with the colossal ®elianceOn 1903.
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Captain Charles Barr brings @QTLANTIC&Chelm down to
shelter the @uterQ as the crew prepare to shorten sail.

Twice during the Kaisers Atlantic race, the after-guard on the @tlanticOurged Barr to
heave to, but both times he refused. @tlanticOwas first across the finish line, 12 days,
four hours, and one minute. Second was the German two-masted schooner Glamburg®
a day later.

The best daily runs were: @tlantic©341 miles and GlamburgCand @alhallaC812 miles.

In 1917, @tlantic@owner, Commodore Wilson Marshall, decided to offer the Kaiser®
Cup as bullion to go toward a war charity and discovered that the pewter it was
fashioned from was worth about $35!
