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‘Zana’ comes home!
(Well, nearly.)

Zana’ is a fine example of just how beautiful a 98 foot maxi yacht can look.
Every now and then a yacht design exceeds the appearance that garners
compliments like: !She's a good looking boat!" or IHandsome yacht, that!"

When it does, you hear the words 'Beautiful boat, isn't she!" 1Zana"is a yacht
that gets that compliment, often.

But then, it"s probably not surprising, because “Zana’s’ design came from the
board of Kiwi designer Brett Bakewell-White, whose designs combine the use
of all the high-tech, computer driven evaluation with a good old fashioned dose
of artistic flair.

No matter what angle your view, ‘Zana’never offends the eye!

Zana’ was launched on October 18 2003, a product of the highly regarded
composite race yacht builder, Hakes Marine of Wellington, New Zealand. On
programmed delivery time, on designed weight and after several days of frantic
work, that included mast stepping, rigging and testing systems, she was ready
to sail.

Compliments flowed regarding the structural finish and fairness of the hull. A
glorious racing future appeared to lie ahead of this fixed keel, water-ballasted
yacht, her proud owner Stewart Thwaites and the enthusiastic crew.

For two years, Zana’ was a frequent sight in Australian and New Zealand
offshore races, including the Rolex Sydney Hobart, Auckland to Fiji, Hamilton
Island Race Week, and the 2005 HSBC Coastal Classic.



And then the lure of the great races in the northern hemisphere, drew the owner
of Zana’, the boat by then, known as by ‘Konica Minolta,’ to foreign shores in
search of glory. Unfortunately, a financial crisis put paid to that dream and
‘Konica Minolta’ was seized by authorities and lay, legally tied up and lonely, in
Valencia.

Later, stripped of her colorful sponsor"s vinyl, she was moved to Southhampton,
England to become Zana"again and very much, for sale.

A sad, sad ending, to one under funded dream.

And so to the year 2009 and enter Peter Millard and his brother-in-law John
Honan. These Sydney, Australia, sailors purchased “Zana’for a price rumoured
to be very favourable and after they had watched their new yacht, now named
‘Lahana,’ unloaded at Port Kembla, they had her trucked to Woolwich, where
she is being overhauled and optimised for IRC racing.

The Port Kembla sighting of their new yacht was their first, as she was
purchased, sight unseen. Millard and Honan, were encouraged to do so, by an
independent surveyors glowing report on the design and construction quality.

This is further confirmation of the ongoing quest for excellence, of both
Bakewell-White Yacht Design and Hakes Marine.

Millard and Honan are aiming to make the Audi Sydney Gold Coast Yacht
Race the yachts maiden event. Both owners are keen to participate in all the
offshore passage races up and down the east coast, including the Rolex
Sydney Hobart. It is anticipated that ‘Lahana’will also compete in Audi Hamilton
Island Race Week after completing the Gold Coast race.



'We are excited to participate in offshore yacht races once again — this time as
yacht owners and want to focus on IRC racing,' said Millard. 't will be a family
affair — with the name of the boat being developed from both our daughters'
names and it has a Hawaiian translation of ‘A Day at the Office’.

‘Our crew will be made up of other CYCA members and some from Royal
Queensland Yacht Squadron, who | have previously sailed with. We looked
forward to competing with the likes of Skandia, which was built after Lahana.'
Millard said.

There will be a great deal of New Zealand interest in the future of |Lahana’and
when 'A BRUSH WITH SAIL" approached three of the key people associated in
the yachts creation, their fondness for the super maxi was obvious:

‘The super-maxi is a rare breed as there are fewer than a dozen in existence
and | am one of only seven designers who have had the privilege of creating
one of these magnificent sailing machines. So Design #0103 will always be a
very special yacht for me.’ Says Brett Bakewell-White, principal of Bakewell-
White Yacht Design.

‘As Zana/Konica Minolta this yacht had a relatively short competitive life, but in
that time, set numerous race records and is the only yacht to ever hold all of the
records for New Zealand’s major coastal and offshore races and in a stellar
2004 season, she won 14 straight races on Australia’s East Coast in what might
arguably be the world’s strongest IRC race fleet.

‘In the recent past she has been languishing in an English boatyard and so it is
very pleasing to know that she has now been purchased, by a pair of very keen
owners, who have the resources and desire, to bring her back into the
international racing scene.

‘Following a survey report that is highly complimentary about the quality of the
design and build of the yacht the new owners decided to purchase sight unseen
and shipped her back to Sydney, where the boat is currently completing an
upgrade for the upcoming season.

‘An experienced and excited sailing team, are preparing ‘Lahana’, as she is now
named, for the Sydney to Southport race, followed by Hamilton Island Race
Week, and the Sydney to Hobart.

‘We continue to be involved as design consultants and are assisting with a
program of ongoing development, the quality of the build means that there is
little to do to the main structure of the yacht and that the owners have a solid
base for their future plans.’ continues Bakewell-White.

‘Realistically ‘Lahana’ will no longer be competing for line honours against the
newer canting keel maxi yachts, so the focus for the yacht is now best speed for
rating. She has a massive rating advantage against the canters and is fast
enough to be ready to pounce should they make any mistakes.

‘For the new owners she is a first taste of large race yacht ownership, although
one of the partners has extensive sailing experience on large yachts. They have
already gathered a strong team of sailors with maxi boat experience as the core
of a very strong sailing team, along with a group of experienced maintenance
people to pamper Lahana when she returns to the dock.

Named Zana, after the original owners daughter, the new owners have
continued the same theme with Lahana being an anagram of their daughter’s
names, whilst also translating from Hawaiian as ‘a day of work.’

ILahana is a watershed yacht for both my design team, and Hakes Marine, and
to see her continuing a racing career is hugely satisfying for all of the original
team involved.” Concluded Bakewell-White.

Zana was a first for New Zealand yachting in so many ways.

‘She was the first super maxi to be designed, built and owned by New
Zealanders. She was also the first boat to come from the boat yard Hakes
Marine. Our flagship! Says Paul Hakes, proudly.

‘She was the first yacht to attain all of New Zealand’s iconic sailing records;
Auckland to Suva (Fiji), Auckland to Noumea, Auckland to Tauranga and the
Auckland to Russell record.

‘A clean sweep of all the great Kiwi yacht races!

‘Despite bigger and more powerful yachts with canting keel technology, coming
along later to challenge these records, they all stlll stand. Zana is a true Kiwi
great.

It is a credit to all involved with the project and a credit to Stewart Thwaites,
who despite being under funded for the project, had the gumption and vision to
make it happen.

‘Building a super maxi of this calibre took just over 35,000 man hours, over six
million dollars, almost five tons of carbon fibre and resin, kilometres of sand
paper and more than a bucket of sweat and a lot of fun along the way!
concludes Hakes.

And from Pete Sutton, the original Zana boat captain:

‘Zana was an amazing project for Wellington. Brett Bakewell-White and
Hakes Marine did a wonderful job on a tight budget to produce a stunning
supermaxi (as they were called in 2003) for Stewart Thwaites.

‘With ten on the grinders (none of the push-button stuff) Zana was pretty
impressive to sail. She could certainly cover the miles.’ Said Sutton.

‘Great to see she has returned down-under and I'm sure Peter & John will have
some amazing sailing in some of the premier Australian yachting events.

‘Best, of luck guys!

Pete Sutton closed with a friendly invitation to Peter Millard and John Honan:
‘How about giving one of the ‘NZ to the islands’ races a go?’

Or is it the
combination of all three, plus the friendly atmosphere that's always present, that
makes an ltalian Regatta very special.

And if you're going to go further and pick a winner out of the venues, then
maybe you'll pick the Isle of Capri?

The Yacht Club Capri's Sailing Week, presented by Rolex, is fast becoming
one of ‘the’ regattas on the Mediterranean Circuit and is the 'BRUSH WITH
SAIL’ Featured Regatta, this month.

With these words, Massimo Massaccesi opened the fifth Rolex Capri Sailing

Week at the skipper's briefing on the evening of the May 19 2009 and held at
the Capri Palace Hotel elegantly located in Anacapri.

Day One. May 20.

The following morning, Capri greeted the crews with beautiful sunshine and the
thirty-eight competing yachts set about creating a few more legends for this
island of myth, celebrity and fine-cuisine. #ie welcome, however, was limited to
a clear sky, as the wind appeared to be on holiday.

Two races were held in difficult conditions, with the wind eventually settling from
a westerly direction but without much stability. Fragile breeze, meant fragile
leads and this showed at times as some of the first leg leaders found
themselves second leg losers.

By evening, Vincenzo Onorato and Mascalzone Latino (ITA) in Farr 40 (2,1);
Nico Poons and Charisma (NED) in Swan 45 (4,1); Enrico Scerni and Kora 4
(ITA) in Swan 42 (1,1); Alessandro Nespega and Fral 2 (ITA) in Comet 45S
(3,1), and, Massimo Russo and Athanor (ITA) in Comet 41S (1,1), were the
class leaders

Htthe Farr 40s, it was Marco Rodolfi and TWT (ITA) that came out all guns
blazing, after two aborted starts and an impending 180 degree wind shift left
Peter Reggio, the Principal Race Officer, with little choice but to hold up
proceedings for an hour and a half to allow the westerly flow to settle.

Second at the first windward mark, Rodolfi and tactician Tiziano Nava made
gains downwind and by the finish had done enough to sneak across the line a



hair's breadth ahead of Mascalzone Latino. Race two did not go so well for
TWT, who were fourth at the first mark, but victims of a vicious hole on the
downwind leg that left them struggling to recover to seventh at the finish.

This was enough to see them lying second in class overnight, but Onorato and
his team put in a stellar second race to lead from start to finish and the
Neapolitan had an ominous five-point advantage.

In the Comet 45S class, racing under handicap, Fral 2 and Saverio Bifulco's
One Noi Di Notte (ITA) both gained four points, having each secured a first and
third today. Fral 2 headed the heap by virtue of count-back. Elsewhere in this
competitive division, /. Nova (ITA) were counting themselves unfortunate to be
only fourth.

Sole female helm in the Comet fleet, Christiana Monina, and her virtually all-
girl crew looked to have race one firmly in their sights as they rounded the first
weather mark right on the tail of the more experienced Fral 2, but let down by
their decision-making, they finished two minutes behind Fral 2 , but more
importantly they lost three more places, pushing them down to fifth on corrected
time.

Hitthe second race, Monina aimed to avoid a similar mistake and took the race
by the scruff of the neck, right from the start, leading on the water at the first
mark. But she was unable to gain a complete advantage over Fral 2, which
managed to overhaul her before the finish line. But second place on corrected
time was just reward for good sailing in difficult wind, according to Monina:

"Today was a beautiful day, although unfortunately the wind left a lot to be
desired. Until the last mark we did quite well in the first race. Then we made a
mistake in choosing the un-favoured side of the gate and did badly on the last
beat (upwind). But the second race was really nice. We are a brave female
team, all girls, all sailors with a great passion and great technical knowledge."

Monina felt no added-pressure racing against male-dominated opposition.
"What the men have in strength, we have to make up for in technique," she
asserted.

In light winds any physical advantage is reduced, as she showed today. "The
second race was more difficult than the first one. On the downwind leg there
was less wind and it was difficult to understand the wind channels. Sometimes it
is not only about being brave but also about being lucky. | am used to sailing
dinghies in light winds and was able to keep the concentration. " ##

In the Swan 45s, Charisma and Carlo Perone's Atlantica Racing (ITA) were
also tied at the top with identical score lines, but with two other boats also
posting 5-point finishes for the day, this class was even tighter. The Dutch boat,
benefited from count-back to end the day in clover.

However, it could have been different. Class world champions Earlybird (GER)
looked to have race one sewn up, with a good lead after the first leg. Perrone
had done enough to be in third at this point, with Charisma in fifth.



Downwind, though, it was the Germans who faltered, losing a place to the
Italian crew on Atlantica, who squeezed over the line, dueling to the finish with
Blue Nights (FIN), which had held the runners-up position all race.

i the second race Charisma led from start to finish, while Atlantica and
Earlybird reversed roles with the Germans, moving from fourth to second, whilst
the Italians slipped backwards.

Meanwhile, another of the lady-led teams, Blue Nights, helmed by Tea
Ekengreen-Sauren, put in another solid performance, capping a good day on
the water by holding third all the way round the course.

Ekengreen-Sauren is the first and, currently, only female helm in the Swan 45
class.

“It was a very tough day with light, shifty winds. The four top boats have the
same points so it is very even. This stands us in a very interesting position
fomorrow "she said after the days competition.

This is Ekengreen-Sauren's second season in the Swan 45 and she clearly
enjoys the type of cut and thrust experienced on the course on the first day of
the regatta.

"For sure that is the fun of it. It is so competitive and there are five, six boats
coming into the mark at the same time. We have a good chemistry within the
crew, it's a fast boat, and we feel we have all the possibilities to win this
regatta." ##

The other two classes seemed to be in the hands of walk-away leaders.

In the Comet 418S class, Athanor (ITA) took line honours in both races and also
corrected out in first both times. In the second race, with a thumping, four and a
half minute advantage!

Zoom (ITA) and Pedro Proiettile (ITA) who traded seconds and thirds looked to
have their work cut out to snuff the ambitions of Massimo Russo and crew.

Equally, Kora 4 appeared untouchable in the Swan 42 class. Imperious
performances in both races left the crew of second placed Kuujjuaq (FRA)
considering their strategy for the next day..

Ludovic de Saint Jean and Leonardo Ferragamo (Cuordileone) and Maria
Papadopoulou and the Greek crew of Aella, were no doubt left considering
their performance and planning a new strategy for the next day, to ensure the
regatta does not become a one-way street.

The third of the female !master and commanders” at the regatta,
Papadopoulou is also the most inexperienced. Her crew is completely
Corinthian, capturing the true spirit of the Swan 42 class and this was their first
venture into international competition. She did not appeared fazed by this
baptismal experience and although she finished last in both of the first day"s
races, she was by no means disgraced. ##

For all crews, two days racing still remained and this regatta was by no means
over. Overnight it was important to count one's blessings and focus on the days
ahead. Legends will be created and they are not written on the first day.

The day's Plate of the Day was threefold: Pizza Margherita for antipasti,
followed by a steaming plate of stewed clams (cooked in a sauce that sadly
would not be divulged) and rounded off with fresh turbot (rombo) baked with
tomatoes and basil. All courtesy of !Da Giorgio", which opened in 1948 and has
the most stunning view out towards Ischia.

There may be few better places in the world to watch yacht racing, than from
the Villa Jovis on the eastern point of Capri. Admittedly, it is some time since its
owner moved out and the villa is in disrepair but, given Emperor Tiberius'

reputation for summarily dispatching unwanted guests from the cliff top into the
cobalt waters below, it may be for the best.

There was some summary dispatching on the racecourse too as Rolex Capri
Sailing Week 2009 moved into its second day. Peter Reggio, the principal race
officer, kept the fleet ashore for two hours to allow a westerly breeze to fill in.

Racing eventually got underway at 1400, with the wind blowing at around six to
seven knots. The Farr 40s got in two races, and the executioners were TWT
(ITA) in the first and Mascalzone Latino (ITA) in the second. Mascalzone lead
TWT by one point at days end.

The remaining fleets raced only once and top-trumps heading into day three
were Atlantica Racing (ITA), which has a two-point lead following its bullet; Kora
4 (ITA) still led the Swan 42s, with a reduced margin of two-points after a
uncharacteristic slip; in the Comet 41 class Athanor (ITA) continued her winning
way and held a five-point cushion, and in the Comet 45s Fral 2 (ITA) came
second and led by one-point.



tthe first race for the Farr 40s, TWT got a good start, chose the correct side of
the race-track and rounded the windward mark with a slender lead over the
chasing pack.

Watching the fleet head downwind from on high, one had the impression of a
naval action about to commence.

The Farr 40s, line astern with the spinnakers flying and led by TWT, carved
straight through the middle of the Comet fleet as it headed up wind. The
seemingly disciplined manoeuvre, came to an abrupt end halfway down the leg
as those behind Rodolfi peeled off in search of better lanes of wind.

Just before the leeward gate, TWT stuck in two quick gybes as though shifting
position on an uncomfortable saddle, the reason for which became apparent as
they lined themselves up perfectly on the starboard side of the gate. i that
moment, those heading for the port hand mark looked to have achieved an
advantage over TWT, at least two boats, appearing to round before her. This
impression was short-lived.

As TWT tacked back towards the centre of the course she had a clear lead
again and extended even over the shortened upwind leg.

Downwind no one threatened her lead and she cruised over the line ahead of
Carlo Alberini and Calvi Network (ITA). In fourth place came Helmut Jahn and
Flash Gordon (USA), with Bill Hardesty calling tactics. The American crew
struggled for consistency the previous day with a 4, 10 score line and despite
this bright start to the day the second race brought more disappointment, with a
twelfth place.

Hardesty explained the predicament: “We seemed fto have a good first race
again. Yesterday we had a fourth in the first and a bad race in the second one,
and we followed suit today as well. It has a bit to do with getting off the start line
clean. It's a fairly one-sided racetrack, so if you do not get a good start you end
up going the wrong way because you have no choice and it is tough to climb
back." ##



All crews in the Farr 40 fleet had their eyes on the Rolex Farr 40 Worlds
scheduled for the end of June, and are looking for the positives even when the
results make that difficult, as Hardesty continues, " we're generally pleased
with the way things are going. We've had the same team for three-four years, so
when things get tight we're usually able to boat ‘handle’ quite well.

Helmut (Jahn) is driving well, on top of the crew doing well. We're learning how
to start the boat again, learning our limitations. We are experimenting and being
a little bit more aggressive at times, which might be a problem, but that is how
you learn."

Farr 40 racing is always tight and no more so than in the lead-up to the world
championship. There is little room for error, and as TWT discovered yesterday,
if you do get it wrong, it is hard to recover. Mascalzone had a hiccough in the
first race finishing sixth.

Whilst normal service was resumed with a first place in the second race by
Vincenzo Onorato, with TWT avoiding copying Flash Gordon by getting it right
in the first and second, this contest is far from over.

Calvi Network and Carlo Alberini were another to have a good day, scoring a
third in the second race, 'it was very nice, very consistent. We were able to
optimize the boat speed with an immediate result, so we feel competitive, eager
to finish in the top group together with Mascalzone Latino and TWT." ##

Alberini's secret to success is the crew, "we keep the humour, also in moments
we are struggling on the race course. We still make jokes. We try to stay
concentrated, light-hearted, still eager to win. This is a very good training for the
forthcoming Worlds in June in Porto Cervo. We know that there will not always
be 40 knots of Mistral, which means sailing in light winds is really practicing." ##

With Fral 2 and Athanor maintaining their progress with good results in the
Comet classes, and Atlantica Racing doing the same in the Swan 45s, the one
surprise of the day was Kora 4 finishing second behind Cuordileone in the Swan
42s.

Enrico Scerni and crew made it easy for Leonardo Ferragamo by starting too
early. But leading from the front in shifty winds is not so straightforward as
Chieffi was quick to point out, "we had the best start of the week so far and we
actually had the best start of the fleet. We wanted to go left and went for the pin
end of the line. The other two top boats in our class had a premature start, so
we were able to concentrate on going fast. It was tricky though, we started with
almost ten knots and it dropped many times below six, with big holes of no air." ##

So, halfway through the regatta and only one boat was looking comfortable, if a
five-point lead could be described as such. Plenty of racing to come, and if it
proves impossible to find another first century Roman imperial palace from
which to view proceedings, on the last day, it was certain to be another
enjoyable day for crews and spectators.

##he second day's plate of the day was actually a drink: freshly squeezed
lemon juice courtesy of Cantine Due Calipsi. Has anything ever tasted so good
after an uphill hike in the midday sun?

E#en Tiberius, the Roman Emperor who made Capri his home for the final
years of his life would have been impressed with the morning of the Rolex
Capri Sailing Week regatta's third day.

With a window of wind opportunity, reckoned to last about two hours in the sea-
strait between the island and the mainland, it needed ruthless efficiency and
nerves of steel to set a course and get the crews off for at least one race on the
third day of the regatta.

H#ace one was an example in efficiency, race two was an example in patience,
with competitors kept waiting for the best part of three hours whilst a westerly
breeze filled in across the course area and established itself.

Heading into the final day, yachts holding the trump card in each division were:
Mascalzone Latino (ITA/Farr 40); Atlantica Racing (ITA/Swan 45); Cuordileone
(ITA/Swan 42); Fral 2 (ITA/Comet 45), and, Athanor (ITA/Comet 41).

For those still in touch with their class leader, the following (fourth) day of racing
will represent one last opportunity to stake their claim for top spot on the
podium. ##

The crews have been lucky to have Peter Reggio marshalling the racecourse
this week. For the first race of the day, Reggio decided to take advantage of the
light southerly breeze covering the region at a point where the channel between
Capri and Sorrento was squeezing an extra knot or two out of the wind.

Good job too, as the shop shut-up completely, shortly after the last of the
Comets had cleared the finish line. The anticipated rotation to the west took an
age to create enough confidence in the breeze, for Reggio to start race two. ##




The real winners in all this were, of course, the competitors, none more so in the
first race than Helmut Jahn and Flash Gordon (USA) in the Farr 40s, Nico
Poons and Charisma (NED) in the Swan 45s, Enrico Scerni and Kora 4 (ITA)
in the Swan 42s, Alessandro Nespaga and Fral 2 in Comet 45s, and,
Massimo Russo and Athanor in Comet 41s - all of whom took the gun in their
divisions.

In race two, the winners were Barking Mad (USA/Farr 40), Charisma,
Cuordileone, Fral 2 and Athanor.

Bwth races were conducted in a shifting breeze and committing to a correct
strategy was all-important as mistakes would be costly and irrecoverable. Flash
Gordon had its now traditional good result in the first test, leading from start to
finish.

A second American team, Goombay Smash, also showed their potential before
the Rolex Farr 40 Worlds by taking second, ahead of Calvi Network (ITA) and
Fiamma (ITA). Mascalzone Latino's relative slump to fifth was more than
compensated by TWT's (ITA) eventual ninth - a disappointing showing for
Marco Rodolfi having got the better of Onorato on the first leg. ##

Goombay Smash followed up one good result with another finishing her second
race in fourth, which delighted owner Doug Douglass, who has found the
racing here difficult at the best of times, openly admitting to preferring heavier
conditions.

"The racing here is too challenging. Too light and too shifty. We like better
breeze. The most important part of the race is to get off the starting line clean.
All week those who have won the start have done better. But Capri is a beautiful
island, we went to the Grotto Azzurra yesterday for a nice swim!"

With Jim Richardson winning the second of the two races and Flash Gordon
posting a sixth it was good day for the American teams, but Vincenzo Onorato
was best satisfied, still holding a 9-point lead over second-placed Nerone (ITA).
Htthe Comet 45 Class, Fral 2 took total control of the light conditions in race
one and stormed around the course, building an impregnable lead over rivals
Libertine (ITA) and One Noidinotte (ITA), which finished second and third on the
water and handicap respectively.

The three-hour wait for the second race did nothing to reduce Fral Zs
effectiveness in the second race, where she won again.

One Noidinotte improved by one place to finish second, leaving a very happy
crew, according to skipper, Felice Bifulco, "for us a second and a third today
are great results. We are very happy about our boat and of course about the
crew. You have to remember that this is a cruising yacht and it's the first time
we are participating at a Rolex sailing event. The organization is impressive on
the water as well as onshore. It's really a great event, especially the spirit of the
challenge." ##

In the Swan 45s, Charisma led race one from start to finish building a massive
lead in the process. This did not trouble Carlo Perrone and Atlantica Racing
too much as their second place created further separation between themselves



and the immediate chasing pack. However, in the second race Perrone could
only finish fourth, which closed up the standings with the top four now separated
by three points;

Charisma's double bullet, moved them into second overall. Jesper Radich,
tactician on the Dutch boat, put the walk-away win in the first race down to their
pre-event practice, "the race was in the strait and the decision was between
taking the left-hand cliffs or the right-hand cliffs. One side was going to pay. We
learnt from our practice sessions that with the wind around 175/180 degrees the
right would pay. We went right and were leading by more than a minute at the
first mark."

#Fhe second race required Charisma to overtake Earlybird (GER), which had led
in the early stages. Both Radich and owner, Nico Poons, put their success
down to the crew as much as good tactics.

"We were second rounding the windward mark. Downwind we put ourselves in a
good position to overtake because of crew-work and tactics. It is absolutely a
team sport and so much about teamwork," remarked Poons, who believes the
week had been excellent practice for the Swan 45 Class World
Championship scheduled for Argentario later this year. ##

The Swan 42 class started the day more tightly poised than immediately after
racing yesterday. Enrico Scerni and Kora 4 were the wrong side of a protest by
Kuujjuaq (FRA), arising from an incident in the previous days race race. Kora 4
ended up disqualified from the single contest.

As if stung by this, Kora 4 took the sword to her opposition, winning race one
comfortably. In race two Kora 4 was second behind Leonardo Ferragamo and
crew, and was one point off the pace, needing the last day to make amends.

In the Comet 41s, Athanor again showed her superior speed and boat handling
by leading the remainder of the fleet a merry dance in both races.

Canzone del Mare

Capri is known for many things, but delicious dining with a fine view is most
certainly one of those things that is every bit as beautiful as rumoured.

Capri has many restaurants that can boast a sea view - being a small island,
any establishment placed along the coast or on one of Capri's many cliff tops is

practically guaranteed panoramic views.

But there are a few unique spots in and among this that have a strong history
connected with the island at its very roots and one of these is without a doubt

the Canzone del Mare (Song of Sea) in the Marina Piccola.

Once the location of a small fort, and thought to be the spot on Capri where the
Sirens would sit and sing to lure sailors to their paradise, Canzone del Mare is
one of Capri's most elegant localities. The land has passed through quite a few
hands and undergone many transformations in its long history. The property
first became a vacation home in the late 19th century for Emil von Behring, a
well-known German physician.

The blockhouse was then purchased by, the famous English/Italian singer
Gracie Fields, who eventually, transformed it into her permanent home on the
island. Following the war, Gracie decided to transform the property into the



Canzone del Mare bathing establishment, installing cabanas, a terrace
restaurant and the establishment's first swimming pool.
Here Gracie could continue to perform as she pleased and in 1950 Emilio
Pucci opened his Capri boutique at Canzone del Mare, attracting women from
all over the world who came for his exclusive fashions.

The popularity of the place took off. With a fantastic view of the sea and as the
closest place to swim near Capri's Faraglioni, the beach club was destined for
glamour from the beginning. During the 1950s and 60s the place became one of
the many hotspots of the international jet set and the glitterati coming to Capri.

Frequenters included Clara Agnelli, Liliana Cavani, Elsa Martinelli, Sofia
Loren, Lucia Bosé, Mel Ferrer, Audrey Hepburn, Jackie Kennedy and
Aristotle Onassis, Gianni Versace, the Royal Family of Spain, Dino de
Laurentiis, Princess Caroline and Princess Grace of Monaco, Eduardo de
Filippo, Liz Taylor and Brigitte Bardot among many others.

And Noél Coward's “A Bar on the Piccola Marina” was inspired by this very
Lido on the edge of the sea in Capri.

Today the club's fame continues. People come from around the world to eat
lunch on the thatched pavilion or to use some of the club's many facilities.

Today the lido is home to multiple seawater swimming pools, a private white
pebble beach directly below the club, wooden huts and private stone cabanas
with air conditioning and internet, a solarium, hydro-massage treatments and, of
course, one of the greatest views in the world.

It is picture perfect in every way, and the food is excellent to boot. In addition,
the club is known for hosting various private events and can support up to 1,100
visitors.

Brits Finish On Top

Delta Lloyd Regatta, 2009. Medemblik, The Netherlands
Great Britain beat the hosts from The Netherlands to the top of the medal table
as the Medal Race brought the 2009 Delta Lloyd Regatta, event five of the
2008-09 ISAF Sailing World Cup, to a close.

The sun shone and the wind blew steadily from the north east for the close of
the Delta Lloyd Regatta 2009. The event shocked and surprised many with
several upsets amongst the favourites, surprises from the newcomers,
equipment failures, broken masts and broken hearts. The conditions couldn't
have been better or the sailing more exciting.

Ahead of the final day"s racing, the drama had already begun with two Medal
Races held on Saturday night for the Laser Radial and Men's

The previous night was Belarusian Tatiana DROZDOVSKAYA"s lucky day in
the Laser Radial Medal Race. Alberte LINDBERG (DEN), who was leading by
over 100 meters, was confused on the last lap of the race when the Dutch
sailor, Marit BOUWMEESTER, quit the race early and headed to the harbour.
LINDBERG"s confusion allowed DROZDOVSKAYA to take the lead and win
the Medal Race.

She finished the day tied for 106 points with LINDBERG, who ended up in
second with Czechoslovakia’s Veronika FENCLOVA in third place. Beijing
Olympic gold medallist Anna TUNNICLIFFE (USA) missed out on the medals,
but a strong fourth place finish helps her extend her advantage over Tina
MIHELIC (CRO) in the World Cup Standings.

The finishing positions were even closer in the Men"s 470 fleet, with just one
point separating the three medal winning crews. In a tie with 58 points each,
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France's Pierre LEBOUCHER and Vincent GAROS held strong to win the
Delta Lloyd Regatta. In a close second were the Netherlands Sven COSTER
and Kalle COSTER.

Separated by only a point from first and second were the Argentinean duo of
Lucas CALABRESE and Juan DE LA FUENTE. ISAF Sailing World Cup
standing leaders Stuart MCNAY and Graham BIEHL (USA) see their
advantage at the front cut after missing out on the top 20 (and therefore World
Cup points) during the week.

Whilst Great Britain ended on top of the medal table with three golds, two silvers
and a bronze, there was also plenty of success in the final day"s Medal Races
for the Dutch team competing on their home waters.

Dorian VAN RIJSSELBERGE won his third ISAF Sailing World Cup event
following a surprise upset in the Men's RS:X Medal Race when Poland"s Piotr
MYSZKA surrendered his first place position. MYSZKA was tied with VAN
RIJSSELBERGE on 22 points; however, RIISSELBERGE took a second in the
crucial double-points Medal Race while MYSZKA took a 10th. In third place was
France's Julien BONTEMPS with 32 points. VAN RIJSSELBERGE, who has
only competed at three of the five World Cup events to date, moves up to
second in the World Cup Standings, just two points behind Joao RODRIGUES
(POR).

Along with VAN RIJSSELBERGE, the second Dutch victory came in the
Paralympic 2.4mR fleet. Thierry SCHMITTER (NED) was unbeatable
throughout the week scoring only 14 points to sail away with the gold medal.

Great Britain's Megan PASCOE held her course and staved off André
RADEMAKER (NED) for the second place position with 25 points.
RADEMAKER was a close third with 28 points. PASCOE's second-place finish
keeps her at the top of the World Cup Standings.

Nowhere was the British success better illustrated than in the Finn fleet, which
saw a big upset when Giles SCOTT (GBR), who has been the leader all week,
surrendered his first place position to Ed WRIGHT (GBR). WRIGHT took the
gold with 25 points and SCOTT finished with 36 points.

In third place was Croatia's lvan KLJAKOVIC GASPIC. WRIGHT and SCOTT
also stay first and second respectively in the ISAF Sailing World Cup Standings,
with WRIGHT now holding an impressive 78-point score after five events
(thanks to two wins and two silver medal finishes).

The other British wins came in the Laser and Women's Match Racing events.
Beijing gold medallist Paul GOODISON (GBR) proved himself unstoppable in
this week's Laser competition. Following on from his victory at the last World
Cup event at Hyeres, he has been on top of the fleet all week at the Delta Lloyd
Regatta, easily cruising to the gold medal.

After 12 races, he finished first with 55 points followed by the Croatian
competitors Tonci STIPANOVIC, with 62 points and Milan VUJASINOVIC with
71 points in third place. Nick THOMPSON (GBR) finished sixth overall to retain
his lead of the World Cup Standings.



After a two-event break, Women's Match Racing returned to the ISAF Sailing
World Cup series in Medemblik. Lucy MACGREGOR, Annie LUSH and Ally
MARTIN (GBR) got the better of the German team of Ulrike SCHUEMANN,
Julia BLEIR and Kathrin KADELBACH 3-2 in today's final to win gold and also
take over the top spot in the World Cup Standings.

Apart from the Brits and the Dutch, gold medals went to sixth other nations in
Medembilik, with 18 nations winning medals in total.

Spain took victory amongst the female windsurfers as Blanca MANCHON
(ESP) sailed a tight race to secure the number one position in the Women's
RS:X Medal Race and extend her lead in the World Cup Standings to a massive
34 points.

A finish of 14th or better at either of the two remaining ISAF Sailing World Cup
events of the 2008-09 series will ensure her the title of inaugural ISAF Sailing
World Cup Champion in the Women's RS:X. Trailing on the edge of her board
this week were Italian's Laura LINARES and Flavia TARTAGLINI who came in
second and third respectively.

The Australian team of Nathan OUTTERIDGE and lain JENSEN showed who'"s
boss on the 49er's race course on the day of the Medal Race, coming in 25
points ahead of second place Pietro SIBELLO and Gianfranco SIBELLO of
Italy. With just a point behind second place, the team of Stevie MORRISON
and Ben RHODES (GBR), came in at 75 points for third place overall.

After disappointing results at Hyeres, World Cup leaders Paul CAMPBELL-
JAMES and Mark ASQUITH (GBR) put in a much stronger showing at the
Medemblik week. They finished fifth overall to hold on to first place in the World
Cup Standings.

The Japanese team of Ai KONDO and Wakako TABATA were similarly
dominant as they sailed to a first place finish in the Women's 470 Medal Race.
They beat out the team of Emmanuelle ROL and Héléne DEFRANCE (FRA)
who took the silver, followed by Erin MAXWELL and Isabelle KINSOLVING
(USA) who finished in third position.

Tara PACHECO and Berta BETANZOS (ESP) made the most of the absence
of the top two teams in the World Cup Standings, finishing seventh overall to
score 14 World Cup points and close the gap at the top of the Standings.

Completing the list of gold medal winners in Medemblik are the illustrious
pairing of Robert SCHEIDT and Bruno PRADA(BRA), who ended their debut
on the ISAF Sailing World Cup by winning gold in the Star Medal Race.

The Brazilian pair took a big lead into the race and ended up clear winners
ahead of Fredrik LOOF / Johan TILLANDER (SWE) in second and Alexander
SCHLONSKI / Frithjof KLEEN (GER) in third.
